Because of good propagation this year,
10 and 15 meters are where the small guns
can really ruin the East Coast. Everyone
with a rig, get on and work 10 and 15
during the peak hours, Ve need MORE
points. Cet on and work your comrades in
the NCCC, _

Now, before we go out again, I want
you to think of only one thing. Whether
you lay waste to Washington, destroy WD8s
in mass quantities, or relentlessly pur-
sue those VE8s, don't stop, don't get
discouraged, and don't give up.

Don't get penalized, and be sure to
turn in your logs by December 26th or you
will be given a complimentary Wouff Hong
treatment at Jack Lalane's Health Spa.

With the December issue of the JUG,
vou will be receiving a questionaire ask-
ing you to pick the contests you'd like
to see the NCCC concentrate on in 1978,
and seeking your opinion on two important
issues that the Club is now dealing with,

For the past three years, the NCCC has
gone all-out in the Sweepstakes Competi-
tion. Recently, I've been hearing talk
from a fair amount of people in the Club
who feel that we should concentrate more
on DX contests, like CQWW and ARRL DX,
and phase out big efforts in the SS, es=-
pecially since propagation seems to be
improving. In contrast, others believe
that Club participation in domestic con-
tests provides the little and medium gun
stations with the best opportunity to
make a decent score and feel like they're
an important part of the final Club to-
tal, (How much fun is it to spend 40-60
minutes in a pile-up trying to work an
EL2 on 20 meters when you're running a
4BTV vertical and 100 watts out?)

A major issue that has been facing us
for almost a year is the NCDXCC, There's
no doubt that the alliance has improved
relations between the two clubs and in-
creased Northern Californiat's potential
for Affiliated Club score in DX contests.
But, many NCCCers feel that the Co-opera-
tive is a paper organization, and that it
really doesn't function as a "Club,"
They're also concerned about the negative
publicity we've received as a result of
our affiliation with the NCDXC,

The other major issue concerns the 2nd
Class mailings of the JUG, Comparing the
average time between JUG mailings and
date of reception by Club members, one
can safely say that the performance of
the United States Post Office has been
very, very poor, Because of this lack of
reliability, it has been suggested that
we scrap the 2nd Class rate, and return
to lst Class mailings, perhaps adding
$1.50 a year to dues to cover added mail-
ing costs.

The NCCC saves approximately 319 a
month by meiling 2nd Class, but is the
$19 worth it if I can't guarantee that
you'll receive your JUG in time for a
Club meeting, even if T mail it a week
and a half in advance of the meeting
date?

The NCCC is a group of diverse inter-
ests., We need your input, because your
input is the only way that the NCCC BoD
