All I can say is "Congratulations!"™ to each and every one of you
who helped NCCC run up a total of 97 Megapolnts durlng the S55B weekend of the
CQ World Wide Contest. It looks like we'll fall a bit short of our 200 mil-
lion point goal. But, we stand a good chance of reachlng the 180 Megapoint
mark, which would easily smash the CQ Club Competlition record set two years
ago by the Frankford Radieo Club.
