Lessons Learned from CQP

CQP gave me a chance to try out one of the wire
beam designs presented by WO6QHS at the July
NCCC meeting. I put up the 2 element 40 mtr wire
beam Dave described in his handout. It was up only
45', and about 50 yards away I had a monoband
verticalasareferencepoint. Everysingle comparison
I got said the wire beam was at least 2 S-units higher
than the vertical. The difference I heard in receiving
was just as good. This antenna is a great addition for
a little pistol station without a rotatable 40 mtr beam.
Try it out for SS!

what a thrill it is to see our name up there in the lights.

Now that our membership is approaching 200, you might not
think your own score for Sweepstakes would make much of a
difference to the Club. Wrong! Unlike the DX contests, there
aren’t many multipliers in SS and you can only work each station
once in the contest. Result is that the difference between an average
score and a winning score in SS is very small—about a factor of 3.
(In CQWW or WPX, it's more like a factor of 20.) So in
Sweepstakes team competition, we can’t count on having a few
great ops in the Club and let them carry it for us. We each have to
go in there and slug it out for the full 24 hours, both weekends.
Winner of the Unlimited Club compe-tition is simply going to be
the club that gets the most members to make a serious effort. The
Club needs your help.

In the “NCCC Sweepstakes Handbook™, N6IP has presented
some fascinating trend data in analyzing our SS competition.
However, that data is historical and could lead to a false sense of
security. The FRC and YCCC newsletters make clear that at least
those two clubs have also chosen SS as a focus event. Also, the cq-
contest reflector has been full of chatter trom the east coast about
SS. They’re going to really go for it, and if we let ourselves
become complacent, they just might unseat us and terminate our SS

We then launched the program, the
demonstration of five different logging
systems. Each demonstrating op ,
brought in and set up his own
computer station. N2MM showed and
explained the N6TR program, AD6E
and AE6Y each demonstrated his own
original logging program. N6TV
showed the K1EA V.9.02, and
N2ALE a system somewhat similar
to K1EA’s. Each gave the JUG a
summary of his program and what it
does. And here they are.

Computer Logging
Summary of Denionstrations

N2MM: The TR logging program is
a favorite of serious contesters owing
to its time efficient operator interface.
It handles more than 35 contests and
has all the standard features of other
programs, including band mapping,
packet, multi-multi and radio
interface. Support includes a 24 hour
BBS and e-mail access to a user round
table and the author.

AE6Y. My CQP Software is a full
featured logging program in both
DOS and Windows. It logs. dupes,
displays rates, mults, prepares
summary, log and breakdown sheets,
etc. Many features are current versions
5.0 for DOS and 3.0 for Windows. 1
have an alpha copy of Version 4.0 for
Windows that I used in CQP that built
on support for sending WAV files
using soundblaster card. This allows
sending CQs etc. with same function
key as CW. Also sends exchange.
Works FB. Fidelity is excellent. It
helped me do so well on phone in
CQP (only s/o station) operating both
phone and CW, I got more that 1K Qs
on phone (1117)

ADGE. CQP software. Does usual
functions of dupe checking and
logging.also displays score, band-by-
band QSO tally, and keeps track of
mults (either In or Out of State).
Multiple mults allowed. (NM./AZ/CO/
UT/VT gave you five mults with one
QSO0.you get the idea). In CW, all 10
F keys are CW memories. What
separates this program from others is
format free data entry. Enter call, QTH
and number in any order: W6YL, 123,
SCLA is logged. This could also be
entered as: 123 SCLA W6YL. No
problem. An error? Just re-type it. NO
EDIT KEYS to fool with. 124 SCLA
W7YL W6YL 123 (enter) is logged
correctly.

N2ALE: NA is a CT look-alike for
the less intense contester wanting to
work minor contests and state QSO
Parties as well as the big ones. NA
has an excellent manual with detailed

descripition of all its features. Special
features are a contest simulator, and
creating user-defined contest logging.

N6TV: CT by K1EA Version 9 has
many new features including 50-line
VGA mode, mouse control of window
position, and a neat “band-mapping”
teature for those with computer-
controlled rigs. Dial in a frequency,
and it tells you who is there! CT is the
best one to use for multi-op since all
computers can be networked together.
CT 9.07 is the latest version available.
Some bugs have been reported with
the DVP after version 9.02, however,
so make sure you get the latest fix.

Write Log for Windows by W5XD
This program looks great on the
screen, and the data entry in version
7.10 is almost exactly the same as CT.
Great for two-radio mode since you
can have two data entry windows.
Uses the standard CT keying circuit,
or you can key CW via a PK-232.
Full support of packet and most major
contests, with beautiful summary
sheets (far superior to CTs). Uses the
CT country file and MASTER.DTA
file. Can use sound hoard in your PC
for voice keying without any
additional software. For only $29.50
introductory price, it’s well worth the
investment. By far the “best looking™
of all the contest software, and getting
better with each release. I used Write
Log in CQP. It worked great. Order
from W5XD Software, P.O, Box 371,
Round Rock, TX 78680-0371.
