WHAT WRTC MEANS TO THE NCCC
Wurt-See falls somewhere on the scale be-
tween Social Event and International Dip-
lomatic Summit Meeting. And you thought
it was a radio contest?
Well, yes. it is; it has to be. But in a very
real sense, the World Team Championship
is a great excuse for something that ham
radio has always been about — people get-
ting to know other people from other lands.
Yes, there will be a winning team. But what
most NCCC'ers will come away from it with
will be the new friends made and the expe-
riences shared making them.
This is the greater meaning of the phrase
Social Event. Not just the organized par-
ties and gatherings. True, these will be fun.

But just as important are the bonds made
between the contestants and the people who
house them and who lend them their sta-
tions. Taken as a whole, this social aspect
of WRTC-96 will be at least as important
as finding out just who are the best opera-
tors. What will stick with you will be more
the experience than the result.

Your club offers an extensive awards
program to help promote contesting. In fact,
the NCCC stands out for encouraging con-
test ACTIVITY, regardless of skill level.
The annual budget reinforces this goal by
allocating over $1,000 for various awards
and shipping. Several club members con-
tribute countless hours to various parts of
the awards program. [ would attempt to give
names and calls, but the list is quite long
and I fear that someone would inadvertently
be omitted! Here are the program specifics
sponsored by the NCCC in recent years.

CQP — This is the “grand-daddy™ of
state QSO parties in the US. Over the years,
the NCCC-sponsored California QSO Party
has attracted quite a loyal following from
non-Californians around the country. Long
known for the coveted CQP wine award.
this contest attracts more and more activity
nationwide each Fall. Club members often
2o on a county expedition o make an oth-
erwise rare county a chip shot for others.

1. The top 20 scores in California and
the top 20 non-California scores receive
their own personalized bottles of premium
Napa Valley cabernet. the Special CQP
Wine Award. Thanks to Bruce. W60OSP, for
annually raiding the special wine cellar of

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RARE CALIFORNIA COUNTIES e aackx

N6IPE recently sent us some email asking what would be a “rare” California county he could visit for CQP this year. Even though we
gave him some off-the-cuff suggestions at the moment, this question just begged for further analyis. We have since pored over the CQP
results from the last three years to see which counties had the least activity reported. We tallied the total number of QSOs reported by
each county operation and put the data into the table below. This shows what we believe are the rarest 17 of the 58 California counties.
The first column shows the total number of QSOs reported for all 3 years: after the county name, the next 3 columns show the number
reported each year in the survey. Finally, just for reference sake, we have listed the record for that county. the call of the operator who
set the record, and the year that record was set.

Some cautionary words are in order, lest anybody take this data too literally. First of all, this just counts the data from logs submitted.
We all remember N6BT's big trip to Inyo County in 1993, for example, where no log was ever submitted. Secondly, “past performance
is no guarantee of future results”. KG6GF has pledged to put San Benito back on the map this year—and WSASP has said he would
come out here and do it for him if Larry wouldn't. Also, KD6KKP. from Stanislaus County, is no longer tied to the Novice bands and
will probably make a whole lot more Qs this year than last. Personally, I plan on making an assault on K6AAW's Trinity County record.
All this notwithstanding, this table should give you some idea of which counties the county hunters probably need most and where you
might go to be the most sought-after quarry.

a big-time Napa winery for four cases of
their finest! (Bruce forecasts several more
bountiful years before he has 1o scout out a
new cellar.)

2. Exquisite walnut plaques go to the
following winners both in California and
outside: Top 3 scores, Top Novice/Techni-
cian score, Most QSOs, Most CW QSOs and
Top Single-Op Low Power score.

3. A special plaque also goes 1o the Top
Non-US/Canada score.

4. Within California, special plaques
go to the Top scores in Multi-Single, Top
Multi-Multi, Top Single-Op Expedition,
2nd Place Single-Op Expedition, Top Multi-
Op Expedition, Top Mobile and Top Club.
NOTE: The special plaques in items 2, 3
and 4 are donated by individuals on a first-
come, first-served basis. For a nominal $35,
the donors call is prominently displayed on
the plaque.

5. Special certificates are awarded to
the top 3 scores in each California county
and each state or country. Certificates are
also awarded to every station making 100
or more QSOs. (Our NCCC Board-of-Di-
rectors is reexamining this item due to the
work involved and the high mailing cost
for, typically, over 400 certificate winners.)

6. As if this weren't enough hoopla,
we gave specially engraved collector’s edi-
tion wine plastics (that is, plastic wine
glasses) to all certificate winners in the 1993
CQP. In both 1993 and 1994, we also gave
(1993)/s old (1994) T-shirts showing all 58
California Counties minus one mistake (dif-
ferent each year). The “gave" criteria in
1993 escapes me, but we sent out a lot of
shirts.

NCCC Awards — These special awards
are for club members to encourage con test
activity. There is some variation in the type
and the number of NCCC awards each year.

Determining such is the sole pleasure of our
BOD!

1. Contester-of-the-Year goes to the
club member who contributes the most to
contesting that year. Contribution is more
richly defined than simple contest profi-
ciency. Heavy weighting also goes to club
work, helping newcomers, increasing con-
test activity, sharing best practices, outstand-
ing sportsmanship, etc.

2. Most Improved goes to the club
member, often new to the club, who make s
the most relative improvement in their con-
test station, activity and/or score as com-
pared to their previous behavior! The BOD
debates long and hard on this one, usually
deferring to the President’s decision in the
end after the deadlock. The finer consider-
ations grow more esoteric each year, espe-
cially when TV-Bob is a board member!

3. Rookie-of-the-Year is bestowed on

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WRTC-96 UPDATE

Topic #1 at the August NCCC Picnic turned out to be the proposal of NCCC
Sponsorship of WRTC-96. and the endorsement we received for this project was just
overwhelming. No question about it: this train has left the station and is now barrel-
ing along toward the IARU contest next July. Publicity Chairman Rusty Epps,
W60AT. put out a press release announcing NCCC as the new sponsor for WRTC-96
immediately after the picnic. It only took a couple of weeks for Technical Director
Bob Cox. K3EST, to line up a slate of 15 of the most respected names in the world of
contesting who will come here next summer to serve as judges for the event. A
carefully orchestrated publicity campaign to announce that as well as other crucial
details of WRTC-96 has already begun. We intend to make WRTC-96 the big ham
radio event of 1996.

Now that we are out in the open. the question everybody keeps asking is, What
can I do to help? There are three big areas in which we are going to need your help.
Let take a look at each.

First off, we need people who are willing to host visiting competitors in their
homes. Remember, we are inviting 100 of the top contesters in the world to come here
as our guests. Before they get here. we have got to line up that many spaces with host
families. For planning purposes, assume your guest arrives during the day on
Wednesday. July 10. He will be staying with you through Tuesday morning, July 16.
Unless your guest will also be using your station, you probably won't see him at all
from late Friday afternoon until early Sunday morning.

Secondly, we need people who will volunteer use of their stations. This is likely
to be the most difficult requirement for us to fill. We are looking for modest stations
capable of 10m-40m and without any topographical advantage (i.e., located on flat
terrain). The target stations we are seeking would have a tribander between 40" and
50" high and a 40m dipole (or inverted-V). Contestants will probably bring their own
rig and will be limited to 100W, so RFI to your neighbors should not be a problem. If
your station even comes close to this and you'd be willing to let a team use it, please
let us know.  We would love to be swamped with offers so we can go around and pick
the 30 stations which are the most equal in capabilities.

Finally, we are going to need help with transportation. We have gota lot of
shuttling around the area we are going to have to arrange. Where we can take the
group as a whole, we all get busses. But much of the movement will be by 2s and 3s.
For that, we need people willing to help with the driving.

GOES DIGITAL

During the 3 1/2 years I lived in San
Francisco [ was fortunate to be amile away
from Glenn Vinson, W60OTC, an inveter-
ate RTTY enthusiast and DXer. He is also
an accomplished contester and
dxpeditioner, having recently been a key
member on T32RA (CQWW RTTY M/M
Record Oceania); NH6T (CQWW RTTY
M/S Record Oceania); 8RITT (JARTS
RTTY World Record - 50% higher than
any class any mode); and YKOA, where he
put YK on for the first ever RTTY con-
tacts, 715 Qs all made by Glenn.

I had been asked to go on the 8R1TT tnip to
work cw but couldn’t go. Shortly afterthe YK trip
last November, Glenn began discussing a trip to
Lord Howe Island (VK9L) for the 1995 CQWW
RTTY test (Sept. 23-24)—this time [ was able to
say yes.

The past three months have been filled
with the sort of mind-numbing detailed
planning T usually associate with a big mulu
operation from AG6D — but usually it
doesn’t go on this long. We’re dealing with
weight and size limitations, an unknown
site, unfamiliar propagation, and the fact
that we won't be able to zip down to Radio
Shack for items we forget to bring along.
